
Preview of the Final of the
Under 13 National Cricket Tournament

It seems such a short time ago that the tournament started. For Wanderer’s, it started badly with a comprehensive 
defeat at the hands of a very strong Passage United side. There were some encouraging signs for Wanderer’s but, for 
the most part they were outplayed in every department. Passage have a very strong side, including the highest run 
scorer in the tournament in Carlos Greenidge and some excellent bowling.  In Shaquona Quintyne, they possess 
probably the most accomplished player of the tournament and they have great strength in all areas backed up by a 
superb coaching team led by Richard Clarke.

However, a lot can happen in a few weeks and in that time, this Wanderer’s U-13 squad have become a real team. They 
have had to fight hard for every victory (and a tie) that they have achieved and know what is required of them to lift the 
Trophy.

Wanderer’s are a very disciplined squad, they know their strengths and they play very well to them. They all know when 
they need to take responsibility. It is a side growing in confidence and ability all the time and they have the skill to adapt
 to any circumstances. 

Wanderer’s will aim to take wickets early with their strike bowlers and then frustrate the opposition middle order with 
the use of the excellent spinners. With the bat, they will aim to bat with cool heads and control in either setting a big 
total or, chasing down the target. There is strength in depth in the batting, they know that anyone in the batting order 
is capable of making a match winning contribution.

One of the great aspects of this tournament is that because each innings is 35 overs long, both teams have time to 
display their full range of talents. It is clear that by extending the match duration, we have seen a higher standard of 
cricket than a shorter version of the game would allow. Consequently, at times, a team can be in a difficult position 
but, still have time to recover and win (as long as they display the right character and technique). This is certainly true 
of the Wanderer’s team.

The tournament has been a wonderful advert for youth sport in Barbados, displaying all that we know is good about 
our children. It has also shown that there are many great parents, coaches, administrators and supporters who are 
willing to put their personal time into developing youth sport. With this combination, the future of sport and even 
society in Barbados is in really safe hands.

It is particularly those volunteers that I would wish to extend my sincere gratitude in helping make this tournament the
success that it has been. The great news is, we will have 10 months to prepare for next year’s tournament!

The final itself is to be held at 
Wanderer’s on this Sunday 8th March 
between Passage United and the Inspire 
Sports Wanderer’s. I implore all fans of
cricket and youth sport to come and 
support the climax of what has been a 
truly outstanding tournament. The 
players (boys and girls) are truly 
deserving of our support as they 
compete one last time for the coveted 
title of Inspire Sports National U-13 
Cricket Champions (not to mention the 
$1,000 prize in sports gear for the 
winning club and $50 per player). 
The match starts as 12pm. There will be 
plenty of room to set up family picnics 
as well as covered seating. A PA system 
will be used to keep supporters 
informed of the match situation 
(and to provide some musical support).

 A formal presentation ceremony 
will be held at the end of the match. 

It will be a wonderful occasion and 
we hope to see hundreds of 
supporters there.
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On a perfect day for cricket, Isolation Cavaliers met Inspire Sports Wanderer’s at Dover. Having comfortably defeated 
Wanderer’s in the Round Robin stage of the tournament, Isolation Cavaliers were naturally in a very confident mood. 
The Wanderer’s team were also high on confidence after a high quality win in the quarter final against Dover at the 
same Dover ground. So, everything was set fair for a great game of cricket and wow, what transpired proved to exceed 
even those expectations.

On winning the toss, Isolation Cavalier’s eventually decided to bat 1st, a decision that was met with whoops of delight 
by the Wanderer’s team. This brought looks of surprise from our opposition but, Wanderer’s have proven that they 
chase totals very well.

Our opening bowlers continued their inconsistent form by mixing excellent deliveries with wides and full tosses. It 
made for a rather frantic start to the game and after 7 overs, Isolation had raced away to 57 for 1. Even the 
introduction of the Tournaments leading wicket taker Bobby Cave did not immediately stem the flow of runs but, 
Wanderer’s fortunes did begin to change in the 10th over when the Isolation opening batsman, Akil Rock carelessly 
ran himself out for 30. In that same over, Bobby had their number 3 expertly stumped by Jacob Rogers for 30. Suddenly, 
the balance of the game shifted which was further helped by the introduction of Andrew Meyer to the bowling attack. 
Between them the 2 high class spin bowlers began to take control of the game and from 76 for 1, Wanderer’s 
eventually bowled out the Cavaliers for 153. Only a spirited innings of 27 not out from Jarad Mayers lifted the 
Cavalier’s beyond a poor total. Bobby took 4-31 and Andrew took 2-29. Crucially, Jacob Rogers took 3 stumpings. In my 
opinion, Jacob’s skill behind the stumps has been key to the success that our spinners have enjoyed. 

Isolation bowled very well at the start of the innings and this caused Andrew Clarke to play a rash shot to which he 
was caught behind for just 2. Progress continued to be slow and wickets fell at regular intervals. Yet, this 
Wanderer’steam are made of strong stuff and you could see that they never stopped believing in themselves. Jacques 
Hibbert went out to bat with the score 56 for 4, which in itself is not a strong position but, 18 overs had already been 
used up. Once again, Jacques was cautious at the start of his innings, aware that he could not afford to get out 
cheaply. All the time, the run rate was climbing. After a partnership of 29 with Jacques, Zackarie McCaskie made his 1st 
mistake and was caught at cover for a polished 17. Tension was rising with the run rate as Kyle Yearwood, one of the 
heroes from the Quarter Final strode to the wicket. It was at this point that Jacques really began to take control and 
play with absolute mastery. His strokeplay was both brutal and stylish and meant that they were able to keep up with 
the run rate. Kyle was very unfortunate to be run out with the score at 101. Just over 6 overs left, 53 runs to win. 
However, Isolation had used up all of the overs of their 4 front line bowlers and it was clear that their back up 
bowling was not of the same standard. Liam Luke joined Jacques. Again, Wanderer’s never gave up hope and with the 
Wanderer’s crowd cheering every run, there was still real belief.
